  2) Consider Ezra 7:1 with Neh. 10:2 as an explanation re: why Ezra’s name is not specifically listed.

  3) Following the signing of the document, what took place?  (vv. 28-29)

  4) Specifically, there appeared to be 7 “obligations” of this renewed covenant.  (vv. 30-39)  The first 3
were “negative” and the last 4 were “positive.”  Using the spaces below, comment on each one.
Where possible, provide passages from the Law that address each “obligation.”
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
