Introduction

Jesus begins a “2nd tour” of Galilee. Not only are the 12 with Him, but Luke also lists others who join Him
on another circuit about the region...even providing His support (vv. 1-3). The miracles contained in this
chapter are aimed both at His disciples (vv. 22-25) as well as the people (vv. 26-56).
