1. List some passages that prove that “conversion” as defined in Methodist doctrine is not valid according to the Bible.

2. List some passages that prove the need for Bible authority for all that we do in religion.  List some examples of ways in which we find authority for our practices.

3. How would you prove that the passages that discuss the role of women in religion were not simply products of the customs of the society and time?

4. Prove that God is not pleased with the religious division that exists in our world today.

5. How would you answer a person who tries to make a distinction between the things Jesus taught and those taught by the Apostles (e.g. Paul).

6. List the passages that prove that the mode for baptism as revealed in scriptures is immersion.
7. Many Methodists disagree with official church positions on various issues.  Many believe this frees them from responsibility for such error.  How would you answer this?
8. How would you prove the error of the Methodist Basis of Faith (scripture, reason, experience, and tradition)?

9. What does the Bible teach regarding those who walk disorderly and relate that to official church position on ministering to homosexuals?

10. How would you prove to a Methodist considering becoming a Christian that they are not simply joining another denomination?

11. Many Methodists will acknowledge the truth as revealed in scriptures regarding their errors, but have difficulty accepting it because of fear of the reactions of family members and friends.  What did Jesus say regarding this?

12. Contrast the usages/organization of the term “church” in the Bible with those used by the Methodist church.

13. Prove from the Bible the error of “Salvation by Faith alone”.

14. Prove from the Bible what persons are acceptable subjects of baptism.  Contrast this with the practice of infant baptism (sprinkling).
