TULIP
1. How would you answer?  “Your faith is directly instilled by God.  Does Ephesians 2:8-10 not teach that even your faith is given to you, apart from your works, and worked by God?  We are not saved by anything we do (II Timothy 1:9)!”




2. How would you answer?  “How can you deny that Jesus ‘finished’ our salvation on the cross (John 19:30)!?  BTW, the word, ‘finish’, is an accounting term meaning, ‘paid for’!”




3. How would you answer? “If your salvation depends on something you do, then you must think you are better than those who happen to be lost!”




4. How would you answer?  “Are you spiritually alive or dead before being saved?  What can dead people do for themselves, especially people born that way (see Ephesians 2:1-3)?”




5. How would you answer?  “We are only saved by the miraculous, direct ‘dragging’ of the Holy Spirit of God (John 6:37, 44-45, 65)”




6. How would you answer?  “God directly opened Lydia’s heart before hearing the gospel!  (Acts 16:14)”



7. How would you answer?  “A God that tries and fails is not a God at all!”




8. How would you answer?  “Jesus gave His life a ransom for many, not all (Mark 10:45).”




9. How would you answer? “Jesus gave His life for His sheep, His friends, and the church – no one else (John 10:11, 15; 15:13; Ephesians 5:25)!”



10. How would you answer?  “Nothing can remove us from God’s hand, so how can we ever be lost, once in God’s hand (John 10:27-30; Romans 8:31-39)?”




11. How would you answer?  “Jesus said He would never cast us out, no matter what (John 6:37)!”




12. How would you answer?  “How can you not fellowship those whom God has saved?”




13. How do you prevent or deal with a discussion from going in circles?
